Kinameri

A great vantage point to overlook 
the narrow and deeply carved Tedori 
Gorge.

Waterfall

A waterfall with a height of 32m, you 
can descend into the gorge to see the 
waterfall from below. 

Furo Bridge

Here you can see down into the deep 
Tedori Gorge, where potholes have 
been carved into the rocks.

Looking upstream you can see Mt. 
Hakusan and the Tedor i  Gorge 
together in the same scene.

Castle ruins built upon a hill that was 
formed by the erosion of the Tedori 
and Dainichi Rivers on either side. 

Torigoe Castle
Ruins

Hakusan Roku Theme 
Park Yoshioka Enchi

A park overlooking the river terraces 
formed on either side of the Tedori 
River. 

Meoto-iwa Rocks

Get close to these two strange rocks 
that lie in a row in the middle of the 
Tedori River. 

Roadside Station
Shirayamasan

See the Tedori River, Akudo no Fuchi 
Pool, and the Shichika-yousui Water 
Channel Gate from here. 

Tedori River Shichika-

See the beginning of the Shichika-
yousu i  Water  Channe l  where  a 
powerful flow of water spits out of 
these outlets. 

Shishiku Highlands

Look down over the expanse of the 
Tedori River Alluvial Fan, all the way to 
the Sea of Japan.

A small hill overlooking the rice fields 
upon the Tedori River Alluvial Fan, with 
Mt. Hakusan in the distance. 

Tsurugi Culture 
Hall Crane

A view spot looking up at Mt. Hakusan 
from a vantage point upon the Tedori 
River Alluvial Fan.

From the 5th floor you can look out 
over the Tedori River Alluvial fan to Mt. 
Hakusan in the distance. 

Roadside Station
Megumi Hakusan

Located beside the roadside station, 
from here you can see Mt. Hakusan 
from the center of the Tedori River 
Alluvial Fan. 

JR Matto Station
Passage

See over the front of the station, with 
Mt. Hakusan in the distance. 

Hatta Nouson Park

Located on a sand dune by the coast, 
you can look over the mountain range 
in the distance, including Mt. Hakusan. 

Ogawa Parking Area

A fantastic vantage point to see the 
entire breadth of the Mt Hakusan 
foothills behind expansive farmland. 

Mikawa Ohashi
Bridge

A great spot where you can see Mt. 
Hakusan, the Tedori River, and the 
railway line together. 

Komaiko
Beach

Located near the river mouth of the 
Tedori River, this is a great place to see 
the sun setting beyond the ocean. 

Kuretake Bunko
Area

A rare place to view Mt. Hakusan and 
the Tedori River together, with the 
sounds of sea birds in the distance.
